Dear Ms. Kahn: 
 
 As we have discussed, the government is conducting an 
investigation regarding allegations of criminal wrongdoing on the 
part of your client, Ronnie Jackson in connection with the crime of 
Trafficking in Counterfeit Goods and Conspiracy, in violation of 18 
USC 2320 and 18 USC 371. Of course, the government welcomes 
any information that may aid it in reaching a proper 
determination of this matter. Accordingly, the government seeks a 
proffer of the testimony of your client, Ronnie Jackson regarding 
the facts underlying this matter. 
 
 The government requires a completely truthful statement of 
your client in this proffer. Anything related to the government by 
you or your client cannot and will not be used against your client, 
Ronnie Jackson, either in its case-in-chief, or in any aggravation 
of your client’s sentence, should this case result in a conviction 
either by plea or trial. 
 
 Furthermore, if your client should subsequently testify contrary 
to the substance of this proffer, or otherwise present a position 
inconsistent with the proffer, nothing shall prevent the 
government from using the substance of the proffer at trial for 
impeachment or in a prosecution for perjury.  
 
 This letter embodies the entirety of the agreement to make a 
proffer. No other promises or agreement exists between you or 
this office regarding this proffer.
